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The apparent assassination attempt on Trump at one of
his golf courses - What we know

FORT LAUDERDALE, Fla. (AP) - Former President Donald Trump is safe
following what the FBI says “appears to be an attempted assassination”
while playing golf two months after another attempt on his life at a rally
in Pennsylvania.
Local authorities said the U.S. Secret Service agents protecting Trump
fired at a man pointing an AK-style rifle with a scope as Trump was
playing on one of his Florida golf courses in West Palm Beach.
Here are five things to know about what happened Sunday to the
Republican presidential nominee.

Who is the suspect?

Law enforcement officials said the man who pointed the rifle and was arrested is Ryan Wesley Routh. The
officials identified the suspect to The Associated Press on condition of anonymity because they were not
authorized to discuss the ongoing investigation. Records show Routh, 58, lived in North Carolina for most
of his life before moving in 2018 to Kaaawa, Hawaii, where he and his son operated a company building
sheds, according to an archived version of the webpage for the business. Routh frequently posted on
social media about the war in Ukraine and had a website where he sought to raise money and recruit
volunteers to go to Kyiv to join the fight against the Russian invasion.

Suspected gunman got close to Trump

Police say a man who brought a rifle with a scope to former President Donald Trump’s West Palm Beach
golf club Sunday got within a few hundred yards of the former president, who was on the course at

the time. However, in recent years, his posts suggest he soured on Trump, and he expressed support

for President Joe Biden and Vice President Kamala Harris. In July, following the assassination attempt

on Trump in Pennsylvania, Routh urged Biden and Harris to visit those wounded in the shooting at the
hospital and to attend the funeral of a former fire chief killed at the rally.

How did this happen?

Local authorities said the gunman was about 400 yards to 500 yards away from Trump and hiding

in shrubbery while the former president was playing a round of golf at Trump International Golf Club

in West Palm Beach. Ric Bradshaw, sheriff of Palm Beach County, said that when people get into the
shrubbery around the course, “they’re pretty much out of sight.” Bradshaw said the entire golf course
would have been lined with law enforcement if Trump were the sitting president, but because he’s not,
“security is limited to the areas the Secret Service deems possible

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What we know
about Haitian
immigrants in
Springfield, Ohio

SPRINGFIELD, Ohio (WCMH) -
The internet is rife with debate
over an Ohio town, with even
former President Donald Trump
jumping in on extreme claims over
immigration during the Tuesday
debate.

During his face-off with current
Vice President Kamala Harris,
Trump referenced allegations that
immigrants were eating pets in
Springfield.

“In Springfield, they’re eating the
dogs,” Trump said. “The people
that came in, they’re eating the
cats. They're eating, they’re
eating the pets of the people that
live there.” He joins others like
Elon Musk, who reposted claims
Monday on X from a Republican
strategist that 20,000 Haitian
immigrants had moved in, and
were Killing and eating residents’
animals.

“Vote for Kamala if you want this
to happen to your neighborhood
Musk wrote, later sharing an Al-
generated picture of a duckling
and kitten with the caption “Save
them.”

Musk added his voice to a similar
claim Monday morning from

Sen. J.D. Vance (R-Ohio), vice
presidential candidate alongside
Donald Trump. Vance, who grew
up an hour away from Springfield,
repeated the same allegation on

X that “people have had their pets
abducted and eaten by people
who shouldn’t be in this country.”
The Ohio Attorney General’s
Office announced around a half
hour after Vance made his post
that it would review legal options
to stop the U.S. government from
“sending an unlimited number of
migrants to Ohio communities.”
Dave Yost commented on strain on
Springfield’s economic, medical
and educational systems, and
alluded to a 2023 school bus crash
that left a student dead.

“The problem is not migrants, it is
way, way too many migrants in a
short period of time,” Yost wrote.
In a Tuesday news conference,
Ohio Gov. Mike DeWine
acknowledged Springfield

had recently received an
“unprecedented” surge of around
15,000 Haitian immigrants,
bringing a strain on healthcare
providers, translators and rental
availability. He did not repeat any
claims about animal abductions
or other behavior by migrants, but
also did not denounce what other
Republicans have said.

“As far as other things that might
be occurring in the community, [
would refer to local officials who
have spoken out,” DeWine said.
DeWine announced he would

direct the Ohio State Highway
Patrol to bring troopers to assist
Springfield’s police with traffic
concerns, including “erratic™
driving. He also said he would
allocate $2.5 million over the next
two years for the Ohio Department
of Health to assist the Clark
County Health Department with a
heightened demand for medical
care.

“The goal is to reduce dangerous
driving, regardless of who the
driver is,” DeWine said. “I am not
against this program. What I do
say though, is with this program
there has to be a plan, to prevent
situations like we're seeing in
Springfield. If they do occur, we
clearly need help from the federal
government.”

At the local level, the city
government is also telling a
different story compared with
Musk and Vance’s claims.

Claims pets are being eaten by
immigrants

The claims stem from the

City of Springfield’s own
acknowledgement of a “surge”

in its population, “primarily due
to an influx of legal immigrants.”
The people from Haiti - known

as one of the poorest developing
countries in the world - received
temporary protected status from
the U.S. Department of Homeland
Security, allowing them to stay

in the U.S. due to conditions in
the Caribbean island nation.
NBC4 reached out to the City of
Springfield to hear their take on
allegations of animals being eaten.
An official could not answer any
specific questions, citing an influx
of media inquiries, but did share a
statement.

“In response to recent rumors
alleging criminal activity by

the immigrant population in

our city, we wish to clarify that
there have been no credible
reports or specific claims of

pets being harmed, injured or
abused by individuals within

the immigrant community,” a
Springfield spokeswoman wrote.
“Additionally, there have been no
verified instances of immigrants
engaging in illegal activities such
as squatting or littering in front of
residents’ homes. Furthermore, no
reports have been made regarding
members of the immigrant
community deliberately disrupting
traffic.”

The Springfield Police Division
corroborated the city’s account,
telling the Springfield News-Sun
that officers had not received

any local reports of pets being
stolen or eaten. Investigators

said the viral story originated in

a Springfield Facebook group,
where the poster referenced

a neighbor’s daughter’s friend
finding her cat hanging from a
branch at a Haitian neighbor’s
home.

Police in another Ohio town

did encounter a similar kind of
incident, but did not share any
details that implicated the suspect
as a Haitian immigrant. Cleveland
sister station FOX 8 reported that
Canton officers arrested 27-year-
old Allexis Ferrell after accusing
her of killing and eating a cat.

At a Tuesday news conference,
Springfield Mayor Rob Rue
addressed the online attention

on the city’s migrant population.
He said the city had no verifiable

instances of immigrants eating
pets or local wildlife, and instead
asked, “As a human being, can you
imagine being talked about like
this?”
“What we’re doing is we're
letting these rumors, this national
rhetoric come into our community
and divide us. And like we said
earlier, there are things we need to
focus on,” Rue said. “But because
we're focusing on X posts and
Facebook posts and trying to
squash those rumors, it takes a lot
of time to getting the truth back.”
During public comment at an Aug.
13 Springfield City Commission
meeting, several residents spoke
up with their own accounts
of what was going on in their
town. One woman didn’t repeat
the claim about local pets, but
said she and her husband were
considering moving away over
behavior she witnessed from
people labeled squatters.
“It is so unsafe in my
neighborhood anymore. [ have the
homeless that were trying to camp
out, and I have made concessions
with them ... I have men that
cannot speak English in my front
yard screaming at me, throwing
mattresses in my front yard,” the
woman said. “I understand they’re
here under temporary protected
status ... but who’s protecting us?”
How many immigrants have
arrived in Springfield
A section on the City of
Springfield’s website gave some
context to social media users’
claims that 20,000 Haitian
immigrants had overtaken
the area. The city government
referenced multiple datasets to
estimate its immigrant population
sits somewhat lower, but called
it “impossible” to give an exact
number.
“Based on data provided from
numerous sources, such as
Ohio Bureau of Motor Vehicles,
Springfield City Schools, area
healthcare providers and social
services agencies, the total
immigrant population is estimated
to be approximately 12,000 -
15,000 in Clark County,” the city’s
website read.
The Springfield mayor gave
a conflicting number in an
appearance on “Fox & Friends,”
saying the city’s public services
were overwhelmed by 14,000 to
20,000 migrants the city brought
in. Prior to the immigration
situation, the 2020 census put
Springfield’s population at 58,662.
Between the mayor and city’s
accounts, the possible thousands
have a perceivable effect in certain
places in Springfield. The New
York Times reported that around
350 new students, mainly from
migrant families, enrolled in local
elementary and middle schools.
With a language barrier in play,
Springfield City Schools said they
had to hire six Creole translators to
assist, bumping district expenses
for the services to $436,000,
compared with $43,000 four years
prior. Another resident at the
same Aug. 13 meeting for the city
commission, who acknowledged
“growing pains” with new
neighbors, disagreed with issues
taken up by some of the other
commenters.
“Newcomers that [ know, are
receptive to kindness and want
to, in the best of their ability, help

themselves,” the man said.

“Our community has been in a
population decline for nearly 70
years. We need more and new
people.”

A deadly incident with a school
bus driver

Hermanio Joseph was driving a
minivan on Aug. 22, 2023, when
he crashed into a school bus
carrying 52 elementary school
students to the Northwestern
Local Schools district. He had no
US. driver’s license but did have
a valid Mexican driver’s license,
according to investigators. The
crash left more than 20 students
hospitalized, and 11-year-old
Aidan Clark dead after being
ejected from the bus.

Yost’s office alluded to this crash
as part of locals’ complaints that
prompted its investigation. The
crash even drew the attention
of the New York Times, who
reported the legal Haitian
immigrant’s crash was fuel to
the fire for resentment from
natives.

A jury ultimately found

Joseph guilty of involuntary
manslaughter, and a judge
sentenced him to between nine
and 13 years in prison.

Ohio is sending
troopers and
$2.5 million to

a city that has
seen an influx of
Haitian migrants

The governor of Ohio will send
law enforcement and millions of
dollars in healthcare resources
to the city of Springfield as it
faces a surge in temporary
Haitian migrants COLUMBUS,
Ohio -- The governor of Ohio
will send law enforcement

and millions of dollars in
healthcare resources to the city
of Springfield as it faces a surge
in temporary Haitian migrants
that has landed it in the national
spotlight.

Republican Ohio Gov. Mike
DeWine said Tuesday he
doesn’t oppose the Temporary
Protected Status program under
which some 15,000 Haitians
have arrived in the city of about
59,000 people since 2020, but
said the federal government
must do more to help impacted
communities.

His news conference was

held just hours before the
presidential debate between
Vice President Kamala Harris
and former Republican
President Donald Trump, where
the divide over immigration
policy was sure to be an issue.

On Monday, Republican Ohio
Attorney General Dave Yost
also drew attention to the crisis
when he directed his office

to research legal avenues -
including filing a lawsuit - to
stop the federal government
from sending “an unlimited
number of migrants to Ohio
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communities.”Thousands of
temporary Haitian migrants have
landed in the city in recent years,
as longstanding unrest in their
home country has given way to
violent gangs ruling the streets.
Ohio has already provided
additional resources to
Springfield to help with education
and training for drivers, to pay
for more vaccines and health
screenings in schools, and to
enhance translation services,
explained DeWine. But he’s taking
additional action.

“These dramatic surges impact
every citizen of the community,
every citizen,” he said, noting
additional influxes are occurring
in Findlay and Lima, Ohio. “Moms
who have to wait hours in a
waiting room with a sick child,
everyone who drives on the
streets, and it affects children
who go to school in more
crowded classrooms.”

On Wednesday, the Ohio State
Highway Patrol will be dispatched
to help local law enforcement
with traffic issues that officials
say have cropped up due to an
increase in Haitians unfamiliar
with U.S. traffic laws using the
roads. DeWine said he is also
earmarking $2.5 million over two
years to provide more primary
healthcare through the county
health department and private
healthcare institutions.

DeWine’s family operates a
charity in Haiti in honor of their
late daughter, Becky, who died

in a car accident. He said the
Haitians who have moved to
Ohio are generally hard-working
people who love their families
and who are seeking to escape
the violence in their home
country for good jobs in Ohio.

Federal judge
blocks Ohio’s
ban on foreign

political donations

COLUMBUS, Ohio - A federal judge
blocked Ohio’s new law limiting
who can participate in the political
process just hours before it was set
to go into effect. The controversial
legislation would have prevented
lawful permanent residents,
known as green card holders, from
contributing to campaigns.

House Bill 1, passed during Ohio’s

special session in May, was meant to

stop foreign donations to state and
local ballot-issue campaigns. This
could be by directly donating from
outside the country or by donating
to an entity, like a political action
committee (PAC).

But it did much more than that.

It would have prohibited lawful
permanent residents (LPRs) or
green card holders from making
contributions or expenditures
regarding ballot issues or
candidates. It would also prevent
campaigns from accepting

donations from them.

“These are people who pay taxes,
these are people who work here
and contribute to society,” state
Rep. Michele Grim (D-Toledo) told
me Monday. “[The law] is really
undermining the voice of Ohio
voters and telling them that their
voice doesn’t matter.”

JU.S. District Judge Michael H.
Watson, a Republican appointed
by former President George W.
Bush, has temporarily stopped this
major provision - thus effectively
blocking the entirety of the law.

“I think the judge did make the
correct ruling in this decision,”
state Rep. Michele Grim (D-Toledo)
said. “Green card holders can
participate in the political
process.” Ohio Republicans are
being accused of, once again,
attempting to make it harder

for citizens to have their voices
heard. The GOP denies this, as
they did the previous three times.
This story is from May 29, the

day before the final proposal was
unveiled, which didn’t include
some of the provisions the House
said were unconstitutional.

Grim fought against it during the
committee process but was glad
when the fight continued in court.
“Defendants ask this Court to
hold that individual LPRs-who
the Federal Government allows

to fight and die in the U.S. Armed
Forces—present such a high risk
of ‘foreign influence’ on Ohio’s
political processes that Ohio may
prohibit them from speaking on
Ohio politics,” Watson wrote in a
rare Saturday opinion. “The Court
declines to do so.”

The judge said the law was “likely
unconstitutional” since federal law
allows permanent residents to use
their First Amendment rights to
political speech.

Many Statehouse Republicans
have argued that this legislation is
about more than just green card
holders and would help protect
the state. "Most Ohioans would
agree that we shouldn’t have
foreign dollars affecting our ballot
initiatives,” Senate President Matt
Huffman said back during special
session.

In early March, Republican
senators passed S.B. 215, which is
similar to H.B. 1.

This bill is stemmed from the
Sixteen Thirty Fund, a dark
money group that contributes to
progressive causes, state Sen. Rob
McColley (R-Napoleon) explained.
Data from the state’s campaign
finance disclosure portal shows
the 501(c)(4) spent about $11.5
million on the groups advocating
for abortion access and keeping
majority rule on ballot issues

in elections. Ohioans United for
Reproductive Rights and the
organization’s prior name, Ohioans
For Reproductive Freedom,
received about $6.4 million. One
Person One Vote got around $5.1
million.

The fund, although it doesn’t have
to disclose its donors, has received
over $200 million from Swiss
billionaire Hansjorg Wyss since
2016, according to the Associated
Press.Foreign money in elections
is already illegal federally. But
Huffman explained that H.B.

1 would have given a way for
Ohio officials to enforce criminal

penalties, including felony charges
and prison time.

“The local actors who are taking
that money and knowing that

it’s against the law, if there’s no
recompense from them, if there’s
no penalty for doing anything -
then it will continue,” the president
continued.

According to Ohio law and
numerous nonpartisan
prosecutors we reached out

to, Attorney General Dave Yost
could petition a court to freeze

a campaign account in order to
conduct his investigation into
“foreign interference.”

Democrats say that the
Republicans who introduced this
measure are just mad about their
losses.

“They are sore losers from last
year and they’re trying to make it
more difficult again,” state Sen. Bill
DeMora (D-Columbus) said. All
three ballot proposals that passed
in 2023 were started because
voters weren’t happy with the
state legislature, and didn’t feel
like their voices were being heard.
The August special election was
proposed by lawmakers because
they didn’t want abortion to
become legal - a direct result of
the angry voices of citizens.

This alleged “foreign money”

ban is directly to stop the anti-
gerrymandering constitutional
amendment from passing, Grim
said.

“It was really about undermining
the voice of voters last year,” she
said. “And now the Citizens Not
Politicians ballot initiative.”

Warnings

This ruling isn’t a complete shock.
A dozen House and one Senate
Republican tried to prevent this
aspect of the law.

House Majority Floor Leader

and attorney state Rep. Bill Seitz
(R-Cincinnati) predicted this
would happen. The H.B. 1 that he
had worked on didn’t have this
provision in it. Seitz said this was a
last-minute floor amendment.
“The General Assembly, whenever
they try to push the envelope too
hard and try to go swing for the
fences, go for broke, hit the home
run - whenever that happens,

it generally blows up in our

faces,” Seitz said during his floor
speech, attempting to convince
his colleagues to table the
amendment. Both Seitz and state
Sen. Niraj Antani (R-Miamisburg)
urged their caucus to drop

it, taking jabs at amendment
proposer state Rep. Brian Stewart
(R-Ashville) and original bill
sponsor McColley.

Seitz, talking to me on Monday,
explained his frustration that the
GOP didn’t listen to him - although
noting that it is always nice to say
“I told you so.
“I'worried that it was going to
poison the bill, and that’s exactly
what Judge Watson found,” he
said.

Although Watson didn’t
completely strike down the
entirety of the bill, he might as well
have, Seitz said, adding that it was
effectively unenforceable.

“He went beyond invalidating it as
to green card holders, finding that
certain other parts of the bill were,
so shall we say, infected by the

green card holder amendment,
that they too had to be enjoined,”
the representative said.

Despite his pleas, he was only
joined in throwing out the
amendment by 11 others -
including House Speaker Jason
Stephens (R-Kitts Hill), who noted
concerns about legality. Something
the Republicans should have paid
attention to was the fact that all
the Democrats voted to keep the
amendment in, Seitz said.

“They wanted this to be put into
the bill, thereby rendering it
constitutionally suspect,” he said.
“At the point where the motion

to table failed so dismally, the
proponents of the amendment
should have realized that they
were riding into a trap.”

I reached out to Stewart for
comment but didn’t hear

back. That being said, Monday
was Labor Day, a holiday that
lawmakers have off.

In the other chamber, Antani
struggled to even get lawmakers
to listen to him. After this story
aired, I spoke with Antani. He
slammed Senate GOP leadership,
with whom he has a contentious
relationship already:.

“I think that the competence of
leadership is really under question
here,” Antani said, insulting
McColley at length. “It’s really just
unfathomable incompetence.”
McColley, the Senate majority floor
leader, is expected to be the next
Senate president, which Antani
has a problem with.

“[He] can’t understand simple
constitutional concepts - that is
certainly a problem,” Antani said.

Ignoring Antani’s insults, McColley
sent a response about the legal
steps moving forward.

“Our multi-tiered judicial system
is built on the premise that
reasonable minds can differ on

a legal conclusion. Accordingly,
parties can exercise their right

to appeal a lower court decision.
[ am confident in the extensive
legal analysis that went into the
crafting of House Bill 1. I expect
the decision of the trial court to be
appealed shortly. The appeal will
remain focused on the principle
that non-citizens who are barred
to voting are also barred from
directly influencing elections
through monetary contributions,”
McColley told me.

Seitz believes that the lawmakers
need to try again next General
Assembly:.

“Our Democratic friends played
it like a Stradivarius violin,” Seitz
said.
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OHIO SUPREME
COURT RACES:
WHAT'S AT STAKE

Elections will be vitally important for
not just the future of the country — but
also for the state. On social issues that
impact all families, the Ohio Supreme
Court races are some of the most
significant.

“Unwanted pregnancy is a hard thing,”
Stark County voter Janet Barinno said.
“It really is a hard thing.”

Ohio’s highest court will decide on
issues that Barrino said are essential,
like abortion regulations.

“It’s a big toss-up with that,” she added.
After voters chose to protect access to
abortion, advocates have been going to
court to repeal dozens of restrictions.
They have been successful in the
lower courts so far, like repealing a
block to telehealth prescriptions, but
those cases will eventually all end up
in the Supreme Court.

Right now, there is a 4-3 Republican
majority on the court, but three races
will determine the future makeup.
Supreme Court Justice Melody
Stewart, a Democrat, will defend her
seat against Republican Justice Joe
Deters. He chose to vacate his seat to
run for hers.

Democratic Justice Michael Donnely
will face off against Cincinnati
Republican Judge Megan Shanahan.
Cleveland Democratic Judge Lisa
Forbes and Columbus Republican
Judge Dan Hawkins are both vying
for the remaining open seat, currently
held by Deters.

When it comes to issues surrounding
abortion regulations, the Democrats
were all endorsed by Planned
Parenthood, while Ohio Right to Life
supports the Republicans.

But it isn’t just abortion that will be on
the table.

Daviel Molina, in Canton, is thinking
about cases involving school funding
and the voucher system, where public
schools are suing the state to prevent
money from being spent to send kids
to nonpublic schools.

“A lot of people can’t afford private
schooling; it would be nice to have
better public schooling, period,”
Molina said. “Better spending in public
school education system would be
nice.

The court is also expected to rule on
cases revolving around home rule and
firearms.

“I like my guns,” he laughed. “I mean,
come on, the right to bear arms —

it won’t be infringed, shall not be
infringed.”

Both Columbus and Cincinnati have
been battling the state. They have
passed gun safety measures, like
requiring a lock box for your gun. The
state has been fighting against them,
saying they don’t have the authority to
create their own firearm laws.
Barrino hopes a new court will let
cities decide for themselves.

“Have meetings, council meetings and
stuff on that — have voting,” she said.
“Work together with a lot of things.”

And when it comes to voting and
giving the power back to the citizens,
the court will have to evaluate
redistricting reform.

Ballot Issue 1 will determine the future
of how the state draws congressional
and legislative maps. The court will
need to enforce the amendment if it
passes — but if it doesn’t, the court will
continue to rule on gerrymandering
arguments.

Other issues the Supreme Court

will evaluate have to deal with
environmental protections and
LGBTQ+ rights.

On Wednesday, the Tenth District
Court of Appeals will hear arguments
on House Bill 68, which banned
gender-affirming care for transgender
youth. A Republican judge in
Columbus ruled in August that the
prohibition could go into effect.

A panel of three appellate judges

will decide on the matter; however,
seven out of the eight of the judges are
Democrats, so it’s likely the lower court
will be overruled. This case will likely
end up in the Supreme Court.

They
continually push the envelope over the
lawless edge and dare anyone to stop
them. Our state attorney general is
purposely waging prolonged litigation
to stymie progress on the abortion
rights amendment voters passed
overwhelmingly and to argue (lamely)
that it doesn’t say what it says.

Slowly but surely, Ohio’s Republican
overlords have engineered total
control over the state precisely to
ignore the will of voters with impunity.
They assume their undemocratic
schemes will fly with the Republican-
majority on the state supreme court.
They helped cement that majority
with a GOP law crafted specifically

to produce such an outcome (if not
judicial impartiality) in a solidly red
state.

Partisan labels were slyly expanded
to certain judicial candidates on

the ballot, including, for the first

time, supreme court races. Why? To
encourage party line voting of down
ballot judges. Forget qualifications or
judicial temperament or what both
would bring to real life issues before
the court. This was a small change —
attaching party affiliation to candidates
running for state supreme court in
2022. An easy-to-miss temperature
warming for us frogs.

Did you notice? Or simply adapt as our
ostensibly independent, nonpartisan
court was cooked by the predictable
sweep of Republican wins in three
supreme court races? The strategy

to politically ID supreme court justice
candidates on the ballot worked. It
secured GOP control of the state’s
highest court and eliminated the last
government bulwark against chronic
abuse of absolute power. With a
majority of justices broadly aligned
with the party agenda on the bench,
Republicans lawmakers and statewide
officials can rule as they please

and justify the indefensible on, say,
abortion rights or gerrymandering in
solidarity with their team players on
the high court

Do you detect the temperature rising
yet? Ohio AG Dave Yost is pursuing
every legal Hail Mary to keep pre-
Dobbs abortion restrictions in the Ohio
Revised Code. He expects his appeals
(that dismiss the resolute will of voters
on abortion access) will find favor
with the Republican majority on the
state supreme court. The anti-abortion
justices could even invent their own
justifications to overrule lower court
rulings that increasingly block state
abortion restrictions violating the
“clear and unambiguous” language of
last year’s Issue 1.

The constitutional abortion rights
amendment explicitly bars the

state from directly or indirectly
burdening, prohibiting, penalizing,

or interfering with access to abortion
and discriminating against abortion
patients and providers. To that end,
judges have blocked Ohio from
enforcing state laws banning the use of
telemedicine in medication abortion or
prohibiting non-doctors — including
midwives, advanced practice

nurses and physician assistants —
from prescribing the abortion pill
mifepristone.

Those temporary injunctions followed
an earlier court ruling blocking
enforcement of several laws that
(combined) made it harder to get an

abortion in the state by forcing patients
to wait a minimum of 24 hours after
receiving unwarranted state-mandated
information in person before being
allowed to obtain an abortion in Ohio.
Yost vows to battle on for the state’s
unconstitutional abortion laws until

he gets to his team players on the high
court who will presumably affirm

his “common sense” restrictions on
women as constitutional.

We’re in hot water in Ohio. Question is
have we adapted to the burn?

MEET THE
CANDIDATES
RUNNING FOR OHIO
SUPREME COURT

Six candidates for Ohio Supreme Court
will be on the November ballot in three
different races. The outcomes will
decide the balance of the court and
have major impacts on a wide variety
of issues that affect the lives of Ohioans,
from education and environmental
issues to gerrymandering and
elections to civil and reproductive
rights.

Depending on the outcome, the state’s
high court could flip to Democratic
control, or Republicans could
strengthen their grip.

Republicans currently hold a 4-3
majority. If Democrats win all

three races, it would become a 4-3
Democratic court. If Republicans win
all three races, it would become a 6-1
Republican court.

Partisan labels were added to the
previously-nonpartisan races by the
Republican-controlled state legislature
in 2021.

Donnelly v. Shanahan

Incumbent Democratic Justice Michael
P. Donnelly is being challenged by
Republican Hamilton County Court

of Common Pleas Judge Megan
Shanahan.

Shanahan has served on Hamilton
Court Common Pleas Court since 2015,
according to her campaign website.
She was elected to the Hamilton
County Municipal Court in 2011 and
reelected in 2013. Shanahan was a
felony-level criminal prosecutor before
taking the bench. The 49-year-old
received her bachelor’s degree from
Kent State University in 1995 and her
law degree from the University of
Cincinnati in 2000.

Donnelly was elected to the Ohio
Supreme Court in 2018.

The 58-year-old previously served

as a judge on the Cuyahoga County
Court of Common Pleas from 2005

to 2018 and was also a judge on the
Cuyahoga County’s Mental Health and
Developmental Disabilities Court.

He practiced civil litigation from 1997
to 2004 and served as the assistant
Cuyahoga County Prosecutor from
1992 to 1997. Donnelly served on the
Ohio Supreme Court’s Commission on
Professionalism from 2007 to 2012.
Donnelly got his bachelor’s degree
from John Carroll University in 1988
and his law degree from Cleveland
State University in 1991.

Stewart v. Deters

Questionnaire

The Ohio Capital Journal sent a
questionnaire to all of the Ohio
Supreme Court candidates, but only
the Democratic candidates sent back
responses. The candidates’ answers to
the questionnaire have been shortened
for brevity.

Why are you running for Ohio Supreme
Court?

Donnelly: “I am running for re-election
to build upon all the progress that has

voice continues to be heard on a
Court that has become increasingly

politicized, and to strengthen the Court’s

by the Constitution to serve as a check
on the General Assembly and executive
officers.”

Stewart: “I am running for re-election to
the Supreme Court in order to continue
service as an elected jurist who is
dedicated to the law and to justice for
all. I am also running for re-election to
help make our courts and our judicial

system more effective and more efficient

for the people they serve.”

Forbes: “I am running for the Ohio
Supreme Court because I want to do my
part to ensure that the high court is fair,

balanced and independent, so that
it serves as a firewall protecting our
democracy and the rule of law.”

What'’s one thing you want voters to
know about you that they can’t learn
from reading your biography?
Donnelly: “I've been a music lover ever
since high school, particularly classic
rock and ‘80s music. I never thought
I'would ever be in a band, but when
I'was 46 years old, I met some guys

in the School of Rock. We've played
together ever since in a band called
Faith & Whiskey. Our motto is, ‘If you
don’t have one, you better have the
other’ We play covers, we do a lot of
benefits, including the Jam for Justice,
and we’ve actually gotten pretty good,
if I do say so myself.”

Stewart: “In addition to being the
most experienced appellate jurist

on the Supreme Court, I am the most
educated with having a Ph.D. in
addition to my undergraduate and law
degrees.”

Forbes: “I have the expertise in the law,
commitment to community, and work
ethic to bring intellectual rigor and
common sense to the Court, so that our
laws are applied fairly and equitably,
to increase people’s confidence in the
courts.”

How would you characterize your
judicial philosophy? Donnelly: “I am
an independent jurist whose only
allegiance is to the U.S. and Ohio
constitutions and the people who
expect and deserve nothing less than
equal treatment under the law. My
commitment to independence is more
important than ever at a time when
the court has become increasingly
politicized and driven by ideology
rather than respect for precedent or
an unbiased interpretation of the law.”
Stewart: “My judicial philosophy is

to apply the law as written, never be
results oriented, and don’t lose sight
of common sense. If the law is on your
side, you should win.”

Forbes: “I approach every case with
an open mind, with no expectation
for any particular outcome. ... When

a statute is unambiguous, I apply it as
written; when ambiguous, I interpret
it using plain language as my starting
point.”

Why are Ohio Supreme Court races so
important and why should voters pay
attention to them?

Donnelly: “In the months and years
ahead, cases involving reproductive,
civil, human and worker’s rights, racial
justice, public safety, voting, access to
the judicial system, taxation and the
economy, education, the environment,
privacy, and other weighty issues will
come before and be decided by the
seven justices who have been elected
to the Court.”

Stewart: “The Ohio Supreme Court
races are so important because

whoever sits on the court will be in
the position to make key decisions
on topics that affect our personal
lives and freedoms, our economic
well-being, how we elect candidates
running for public office, and a whole
host of other important topics. The
Supreme Court has the final say on
constitutional matters.

Forbes: “Rulings of the Ohio Supreme
Court have the potential to significantly
impact all aspects of one’s life, as
history has shown. For example,

even after 57% of voters enshrined
reproductive rights in Ohio’s
constitution last fall, our legislature
did not repeal a single statute. Ohio’s
leaders prefer to have any existing
regulations make their way through
the courts. Who the voters of Ohio
elect to our state’s highest court could
determine the outcome of those cases
and many other critical rights.”

HEZBOLLAH HIT

BY A WAVE OF
EXPLODING PAGERS
AND BLAMES
ISRAEL. AT LEAST 9
DEAD, THOUSANDS
INJURED

BEIRUT (AP) — Pagers used by
hundreds of members of the militant
group Hezbollah exploded near
simultaneously in Lebanon and Syria
on Tuesday, killing at least nine people
— including an 8-year-old girl — and
wounding several thousand, officials
said. Hezbollah and the Lebanese
government blamed Israel for what
appeared to be a sophisticated, remote
attack.

A US. official said Israel briefed the
U.S. on the operation — in which small
amounts of explosive secreted in the
pagers were detonated — on Tuesday
after it was concluded. The person
spoke on the condition of anonymity
because they were not authorized to
discuss the information publicly.

The Israeli military declined to
comment.

Among those wounded was Iran’s
ambassador to Lebanon. The
mysterious explosions came amid
rising tensions between Israel and
Iran-backed Hezbollah, which have
exchanged fire across the Israel-
Lebanon border since the Oct. 7
attack by Hamas that sparked the
war in Gaza. The pagers that blew

up had apparently been acquired by
Hezbollah after the group’s leader
ordered members in February to stop
using cellphones, warning they could
be tracked by Israeli intelligence. A
Hezbollah official told The Associated
Press the pagers that were a new
brand but declined to say how long
they had been in use.

At about 3:30 p.m. local time on
Tuesday, as people shopped for
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groceries, sat in cafes or drove cars
and motorcycles in the afternoon
traffic, the pagers in their hands or
pockets started heating up and then
exploding — leaving blood-splattered
scenes and panicking bystanders.

It appeared that many of those hit
were members of Hezbollah, but it was
not immediately clear if others also
carried the pagers.

The blasts were mainly in areas where
the group has a strong presence,
particularly a southern Beirut suburb
and in the Beqaa region of eastern
Lebanon, as well as in Damascus,
according to Lebanese security
officials and a Hezbollah official. The
Hezbollah official spoke on condition
of anonymity because he was not
authorized to talk to the press. The
explosions came hours after Israel’s
internal security agency said it had
foiled an attempt by Hezbollah to kill
a former senior Israeli security official
using a planted explosive device that
could be remotely detonated.

State Department spokesman Matthew
Miller said the United States “was not
aware of this incident in advance” and
was not involved. “At this point, we’re
gathering information,” he said.

Experts said the pager explosions
pointed to a long-planned operation,
possibly carried out by infiltrating the
supply chain and rigging the devices
with explosives before they were
delivered to Lebanon.

Whatever the means, it targeted an
extraordinary breadth of people

with hundreds of small explosions —
wherever the pager carrier happened
to be — that left some maimed.

One online video showed a man
picking through produce at a
grocery store when the bag he was
carrying at his hip explodes, sending
him sprawling to the ground and
bystanders running.

At overwhelmed hospitals, wounded
were rushed in on stretchers, some
with missing hands, faces partly blown
away or gaping holes at their hips and
legs, according to AP photographers.
On a main road in central Beirut, a car
door was splattered with blood and
the windshield cracked.

Lebanon’s health minister, Firas Abiad,
told Qatar’s Al Jazeera network at least
nine people were Kkilled, including an
8-year-old girl, and some 2,750 were
wounded — 200 of them critically —
by the explosions. Most had injuries

in the face, hand, or around the
abdomen.

It appeared eight of the dead belonged
to Hezbollah. The group issued a
statement confirming at least two
members were killed in the pager
bombings. One of them was the son of

Wi

a Hezbollah member in parliament,
according to the Hezbollah official who
spoke anonymously. The group later
issued announcements that six other
members were killed Tuesday, though
it did not specify how.

“We hold the Israeli enemy fully
responsible for this criminal
aggression that also targeted civilians,”
Hezbollah said, adding that Israel

will “for sure get its just punishment.”
Iranian state-run IRNA news agency
said that the country’s ambassador,
Mojtaba Amani, was superficially
wounded by an exploding pager and
was being treated at a hospital.

Previously, Hezbollah leader Hassan
Nasrallah had warned the group’s
members not to carry cellphones,
saying they could be used by Israel to
track and target them.

Sean Moorhouse, a former British
Army officer and explosive ordnance
disposal expert, said videos of the
blasts suggested a small explosive
charge — as small as a pencil eraser
— had been placed into the devices.
They would have had to have been
rigged prior to delivery, very likely by
Mossad, Israel’s foreign intelligence
agency, he said.

Elijah J. Magnier, a Brussels-based
senior political risk analyst, said he
spoke with Hezbollah members who
had examined pagers that failed to
explode. What triggered the blasts, he
said, appeared to be an error message
sent to all the devices that caused them
to vibrate, forcing the user to click

on the buttons to stop the vibration.
The combination detonated a small
amount of explosives hidden inside
and ensured that the user was present
when the blast went off, he said. Israel
has a long history of carrying out
deadly operations well beyond its
borders. This year, separate Israeli
airstrikes in Beirut killed Saleh Arouri,
a senior Hamas official, and a top
Hezbollah commander. A mysterious
explosion in Iran, also blamed on
Israel, killed Ismail Haniyeh, Hamas’
supreme leader.

Israel has killed Hamas militants in the
past with booby-trapped cellphones
and it’s widely believed to have been
behind the Stuxnet computer virus
attack on Iran’s nuclear program in
2010.

The pager bombings also likely
stoke Hezbollah’s worries about
vulnerabilities in security and
communications, as Israeli officials
are threatening to escalate their
monthslong conflict. The near daily
exchanges of fire between Israel and
Hezbollah have killed hundreds in
Lebanon and several dozen in Israel,
and have displaced tens of thousands
on both sides of the border.

Jeanine Hennis-Plasschaert, the UN.
special coordinator for Lebanon,
deplored the attack and warned that
it marks “an extremely concerning

escalation in what is an already
unacceptably volatile context.”

On Tuesday, Israel said that halting
Hezbollah’s attacks in the north to
allow residents to return to their
homes is now an official war goal.
Israeli Defense Minister Gallant said
this week the focus of the conflict is
shifting from Gaza to Israel’s north
and that time is running out for a
diplomatic solution with Hezbollah,
saying “the trajectory is clear.”

WHAT IS THE
PURPOSE OF THE
ATTACKS?

At least part of the message to
Hezbollah is clear: “We can reach
you anywhere, anytime, at the day
and moment of our choosing and

we can do it at the press of a button,”
according to CNN’s Chief Law
Enforcement and Intelligence Analyst,
John Miller.

The operation was also likely designed
to create a high-level of paranoia
among Hezbollah members, degrade
their ability to recruit people, and
erode confidence in the leadership of
Hezbollah and their ability to secure
their operations and people.

Amos Yadlin, a former head of Israeli
military intelligence and one of the
country’s leading strategic experts,
said the Israeli attack displayed “very
impressive penetration capabilities,
technology and intelligence.”

He speculated on X that Israel could
have been sending a warning to
Nasrallah.“It seems the goal was to
pass a message that sharpens the
dilemma of Nasrallah: how much is he
willing to pay for continuing to attack
Israel and backing [Hamas leader
Yahya] Sinwar?” Yadlin wrote. “The
organization, which prides itself on
secrecy and a high level of security,
found itself penetrated and exposed.”

ISRAEL LAUNCHES
MULTIPLE
AIRSTRIKES

ON SOUTHERN
LEBANON, KILLING
HEZBOLLAH
SPECIAL FORCES
COMMANDER

Israel has launched multiple strikes
on southern Lebanon over the last
day, including one which killed a
senior Hezbollah commander.
Mohammed Qassem Al-Shaer, a
commander of Hezbollah’s elite
Radwan Force, was Killed in a strike
on the village of Qaraoun in the
western Begaa district on Tuesday,
according to the Israel Defense
Forces (IDF).

The IDF said Al-Shaer had “advanced
numerous terrorist activities
against the state of Israel” and his
“elimination” would impair the Iran-
backed militant group’s ability to
launch attacks against Israel from
southern Lebanon.

Hezbollah confirmed Al-Shaer had
been killed and said it responded to
his killing by launching “dozens” of
Katyusha rockets and several drones
toward two locations in northern
Israel.

No casualties were reported,
according to the IDF, which said

some of the “projectiles” were
intercepted and others fell in an open
area. The IDF said it responded by
striking Hezbollah launchers “in the
areas of Mansouri and At Tiri,” which
had been used in the attacks.

On Wednesday, the IDF said it struck
overnight 30 Hezbollah launchers and
“terrorist infrastructure sites” in areas
of southern Lebanon which “posed a
threat to Israeli civilians.”

Lebanese state media NNA reported
multiple Israeli strikes overnight on
several areas, some of which caused
“extensive damage” to property, crops,
and buildings in the town of Al-Qlaileh.
In a statement Wednesday, Hezbollah
said that another fighter was killed,
but did not say where or the cause

of death. It also did not mention the
strikes.

RUSSIAN SHIP
SUSPECTED

OF DELIVERING
IRANIAN BALLISTIC
MISSILES SEEN AT
CASPIAN SEA PORT

A Russian cargo ship suspected of
carrying Iranian ballistic missiles for
Moscow’s war against Ukraine was
seen at a Russian port on the Caspian
Sea a week ago, satellite imagery
shared with CNN shows.

The vessel - the Port Olya 3 — was
identified by Maxar Technologies in
satellite imagery taken on September
4 at Port Olya in Astrakhan. The ship
had previously been in the Iranian
port of Amirabad on August 29,
according to ship tracking data. It
turned off its transponder at some
point after.

The US Treasury department assessed
Tuesday that the Russian Ministry

of Defense had “used the vessel Port
Olya-3 to transport CRBMs from Iran to
Russia.”

“As of early September 2024, Russia
received the first shipment of CBRMs
(close-range ballistic missiles)

from Iran,” the Treasury said, as it
announced sanctions on the Port Olya
3 along with other vessels and several
Iranian individuals.

CNN reported last weekend that Iran
had recently transferred short-range
ballistic missiles to Russia to use in

the war against Ukraine, a significant
escalation in Iran’s support for Russia.
The military relationship between Iran
and Russia has grown closer since the
invasion of Ukraine began in February
2022. Iran has supplied thousands of
“Shahed” attack drones to Russia, and
according to US officials, built a drone
factory in Russia.

The satellite imagery surfaced the

day after US Secretary of State Antony
Blinken said in London on Tuesday
that the US believed the Russian
military had received shipments of
Iranian Fatah-360 ballistic missiles and
“will likely use them within weeks in
Ukraine against Ukrainians.”

The Fateh-360 has a range of up to

756 miles (120 kilometers) and can
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carry a payload of 330 pounds

(150 kilograms). While the payload
is less than that of many Russian
aerial bombs, it would be useful

in targeting Ukrainian frontline
positions from a considerable
distance, and as a ballistic missile
would be much harder to intercept.
The Institute for the Study of War
(ISW) has assessed that “Russian
forces will likely use the Iranian-
supplied missiles to target Ukrainian
energy, military, and civilian
infrastructure in the coming months.”
Iranian Foreign Minister Seyed
Abbas Araghchi denied that the
Islamic Republic had supplied
ballistic missiles to Russia, posting
on X: “Once again, US and E3 (UK,
France and Germany) act on faulty
intelligence and flawed logic, Iran
has NOT delivered b The Ukrainian
Foreign Ministry summoned the
Iranian charge d’affaires, Shahriar
Amouzegar, this week following the
reports of ballistic missiles being sent
to Russia. Amouzegar was warned

of “devastating and irreparable
consequences” for Ukrainian-Iranian
relaions if the reports were true.
Ukrainian officials contacted
Wednesday by CNN declined further
comment. The ISW — a Washington-
based think-tank - noted that Iran has
previously transferred weapons from
the ports of Amirabad and Anzali on
the Caspian Sea to Astrakhan. The
Port Olya 3 has itself made a dozen
recorded visits to the two Iranian
ports this year. By September 6, it
had left the Russian port for another
voyage.

Blinken noted Tuesday that
Washington had “warned Iran
privately that taking this step would
constitute a dramatic escalation.”

He said that dozens of Russian
military personnel had been trained
in Iran to use the Fateh-360, the
supply of which “enables Russia to
use more of its arsenal for targets
that are further from the front line,
while dedicating the new missiles it’s
receiving from Iran for closer range
targets.”

CNN has previously been told by US
officials that Russian negotiations

to acquire the close-range ballistic
missiles from Iran began as early as
last September, when then-Russian
Defense Minister Sergei Shoigu
traveled to Iran to view the Islamic
Revolutionary Guard Corps’ Ababil
close-range ballistic missile systems.
“For its part, Russia is sharing
technology that Iran seeks. This

is a two-way street, including on
nuclear issues, as well as some space
information,” Blinken added Tuesday.
What is as yet unclear is whether
Iran’s delivery of ballistic missiles
that can be fired from within

Russia against targets in Ukraine

will persuade the United States

and European allies to relax the
restrictions on the Ukrainians’ use

of their missiles on more targets in
Russia.

US-made HIMARS missiles have been
occasionally used by Ukraine against
targets some 60 to 80 kilometers
inside Russia.

T0 MUTE ELECTION DAY,

CLEVELAND, Ohio-- Bit disconcerting

have the first debate proceed with
the opponent’s mic muted when it
was each nominees turn to speak.
Though the Trump campaign and
supporters may have been wishing
the visual and audio had been muted
after Trump’s poor performance
visually and verbally that even
conservatives called a “Disaster”

that should get Trump’s debate prep
team fired. Shouldn’t it just be Trump
who is fired again, as Kamala Harris
correctly pointed out 81 million
voters did in 2020?

Vice President Harris took charge

of the debate stage from the start,
immediately crossing over to
Trump’s podium to extend her hand
for a handshake and introduce
herself to him.

“And when you then talk in this way in
a presidential debate and deny what
over and over again are court cases
you have lost - because you did, in
fact, lose that election -- it leads one
to believe that perhaps we do not
have, in the candidate to my right,
the temperament or the ability to not
be confused about fact. That’s deeply
troubling, and the American people
deserve better.”

“Donald Trump is weak and wrong on
national security and foreign policy.

It is well-known that he admires
dictators [and] wants to be a dictator
on day one, according to himself.”

“It is absolutely well-known that these
dictators and autocrats are rooting

for you to be president again because
they’re so clear they can manipulate
you with flattery and favors, and

that is why so many military leaders
you have worked with. have told me
you are a disgrace. That is why we
understand that we have to have a
president who is not consistently
weak and wrong on national security
including the importance of upholding
and respecting in the highest regard
our military.”

Trump confirmed what Harris said
when he defended himself by citing
praise Hungarian Prime Minister and
Autocrat Viktor Orban heaped on him.
Harris was responding in part to
Trump returning to his debunked big
lie that the 2020 election was stolen
from him. When the moderators
confronted Trump that he had recently
admitted twice in interviews he had
lost the election, he first denied he
had made the comments, then said

he was being sarcastic. While Harris
stood strong directly looking at Trump,
he instead was always looking down,
away and angry. Showing as Harris
had said that he doesn’t have the
proper temperament. Trump often
went off on tangents, tantrums, Trumjp-
rally-like rants on migrants.

When asked if he had any regrets
about his actions on Jan. 6, Trump
falsely claimed only one of his
supporters had been kKilled and that
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi and

the Mayor of Washington D.C. were

to blame for the attack. He then
quickly tried to change the subject

to migrant crimes. In fact, 7 people
died as a result of the Jan 6 attack on
the U.S. Capitol, several of them law
enforcement officers besieged by
Trump supporters.

Harris on the abortion issue had
Trump wishing he had aborted
agreeing to the debate. During the
discourse, moderator Linsey Davis fact
checked Trump:

“There is no state in this country

were it is legal to kill a baby after it is
born.” Post debate, there was a quick
consensus among conservatives from
elected office and FoxNews Trump did
not do well. Senator Lindsey Graham
called it a “disaster.” Both he and
former Governor Chris Christie said
Trump’s debate prep team should be
fired.

ON 9/11, FIRST
RESPONDERS IN D.C.
REGION GATHER

TO REMEMBER THE
LIVES LOST

A ceremony in Arlington was one of
several held across the Washington
region to commemorate the victims of
the Sept. 11, 2001, attacks.

Worry and uncertainty mounted as
news trickled into Randy McKnight’s
school, H-B Woodlawn in Arlington,
about planes crashing into New York
skyscrapers and later at the Pentagon
on the morning of Sept. 11, 2001.

Some of the English teacher’s students
had parents at the Pentagon. Another
girl’s father was a pilot.

“T just remember it so vividly. They
couldn’t get in touch,” McKnight said in
an interview.

Wednesday morning, 23 years to the
day after the attack, the 80-year-old
retiree’s eyes misted with emotion as
flags were lowered to half-staff during
a ceremony outside the Ellen M.
Bozman County Government Center.
Dozens attended the Arlington County
event, which was one of several
ceremonies held across the D.C. region
to remember the lives lost that day.

He had watched 9/11 ceremonies many
times online or television, but this
week he decided to come in person to
honor “the courage and commitment
of all the first responders.” Sunshine
shimmered across the polished the
deep red of an Arlington County

Fire Department ladder truck and

the ceremonial axes of an honor
guard Wednesday morning. Santini
described 20 days of toil to save lives
and extinguish flames by county
firefighters and police, but also the toll
endured by the effects of cancer and
illness long after the attack.

HOW MANY
AMERICANS HAVE
BEEN KILLED BY
HAMAS, BEFORE,
AND AFTER
OCTOBER 7?

The brutal execution of six hostages by
Hamas in late August has heightened
the urgency to free the 100+ hostages
still held by the terror group nearly a
year after the October 7 massacre that
left 1,200 people dead and over 254
kidnapped.

Among the six was Hersh Goldberg-
Polin, an Israeli-American whose
courageous parents have actively
drawn attention to his story and the
plight of all hostages. Before Israeli
forces recovered his body, he was one
of eight living or deceased American
hostages still in Hamas captivity.
Hersh is among dozens of Americans
killed by Hamas, which has a long
history of murdering U.S. nationals
dating back to its founding in the late
1980s.

Here’s what to know about the
Americans killed by Hamas on and
before October 7, 2023.

PROFILE NEWS oHIO

How many Americans did Hamas kill
on 10/7?

In the initial days and weeks after

the attacks, U.S. State Department
officials estimated 32 Americans were
killed. A Congressional report in early
August increased that number to at
least 35, and most recently, as part of
a US. Department of Justice federal
indictment of Hamas’ leadership, at
least 43 U.S. nationals were declared
dead.

It is important to note that Hamas
targeted individuals from over 40
different nationalities during its attacks
in Israel. The victims included citizens
from the United States, Canada,
France, Germany, the United Kingdom,
Thailand, Nepal, and several other
countries, reflecting the global impact
of the attack.

Among those killed were young
people attending the Nova music
festival, families in their homes,

and individuals simply going about
their daily lives. The attack shocked
the world and underscored the
indiscriminate violence Hamas has
long directed at civilians, including
U.S. nationals.

Who are some of the American victims
of Hamas’ 10/7 attack?

One of the victims was Hayim
Katsman, a 32-year-old dual U.S.-Israeli
citizen, who earned his doctorate from
the University of Washington in 2021
but was determined to return to Israel
to contribute to a peaceful future for
Israelis and Palestinians. Tragically,
Katsman was killed while protecting

a neighbor during Hamas’ attack on
their kibbutz.

Another American victim was
Deborah Matias, 50, and her husband,
Shlomi, 49, who were tragically killed
while shielding their 16-year-old

son, Rotem, during the Hamas attack
on October 7. Despite being shot in

the abdomen, Rotem survived by
following instructions from his family
via text message for 12 hours until
help arrived. Deborah, a dual U.S.-
Israeli citizen, had lived in a kibbutz

in southern Israel for over a decade
with her husband, Shlomi. Both were
musicians, and Deborah’s father, Ilan
Troen, is a professor emeritus of Israel
studies at Brandeis University in
Massachusetts.

Other USS. victims included Cindy
Flash, a Minnesota native, who moved
to Israel in 1979, where she embraced
the communal life of a kibbutz,
married, and raised three daughters.
She was also a strong advocate for
peace and Palestinian rights. On
October 7, after hours of hiding in their
safe room during the Hamas attack,
Cindy, 67, and her husband Igal, 66,
were tragically killed as terrorists
breached their home near the Gaza
Strip.

Danielle Waldman, 24, originally from
Palo Alto, California, moved to Israel
with her family and was a talented
dancer and photographer. On October
7, she and her fiancé Noam Shay were
killed at the Nova festival during

the Hamas attacks; Danielle’s father
discovered their bullet-riddled car and
later buried them together, as they had
planned to marry soon.

What has been the U.S. response to
Hamas murdering U.S. citizens?

Following the murder of Hersh
Goldberg-Polin, President Biden
expressed deep sorrow and outrage,
highlighting Hersh’s bravery and

his family’s courage while vowing
that Hamas leaders will be held
accountable and efforts will continue
to secure the release of the remaining
hostages.

On September 3, the U.S. Department
of Justice charged Yahya Sinwar,

the leader of Hamas, along with

five other senior members of the
group, with orchestrating years of
terrorist attacks in Israel, including
the October 7 massacre. The
sweeping complaint, originally filed
in February and unsealed recently,
implicates additional Hamas leaders
not previously linked to the attacks
and confirms that 43 Americans
were killed. Among those charged
are Ismail Haniyeh, Muhammad Deif,
Marwan Issa, Ali Barakeh, and Khaled
Meshal. Deif and Issa were killed in
Israeli airstrikes earlier this year, and
Haniyeh was assassinated in Iran in
late July. The charges come at a critical
time, following the recent execution
of six hostages by Hamas, including
Israeli-American Hersh Goldberg-
Polin, whose death has spurred
widespread grief and anger.

“On October 7th, Hamas terrorists,

led by these defendants, murdered
nearly 1200 people, including over 40
Americans, and kidnapped hundreds
of civilians,” said U.S. Attorney General
Merrick Garland. “We are investigating
Hersh’s murder, and each and every
one of Hamas’ brutal murders of
Americans, as an act of terrorism. The
charges unsealed today are just one
part of our effort to target every aspect
of Hamas’ operations. These actions
will not be our last.”

The complaint details Hamas’ violent
history, its funding sources, and the
involvement of its leaders in planning
and executing attacks against

Israel and its allies. The U.S. Justice
Department, while acknowledging

the challenges of capturing these
leaders, has brought forward charges
that include conspiracy to murder

U.S. citizens and support terrorism,
underscoring Hamas’ long-standing
objective to destroy Israel and retaliate
against the United States for its support
of Israel.

Who were the Americans killed by
Hamas prior to 10/7?

Before the October 7 massacre, Hamas
had been responsible for numerous
large-scale terror attacks over the

last four decades, resulting in the
deaths of American citizens. The

U.S. designated Hamas as a foreign
terrorist organization in 1997.

Notable examples include the 1995
Kfar Darom suicide attack carried out
by Palestinian Islamic Jihad using a
bomb designed by Hamas engineer
Yahya Ayyash that killed eight people,
including American Alisa Flatow, and
the 1996 Jerusalem bus bombing,
where American students Matthew
Eisenfeld and Sara Duker were among
the 26 killed.

During the Second Intifada (2000-
2005), a violent Palestinian uprising,
several Hamas suicide and bus
bombings resulted in American
deaths. Notable attacks include the
August 9, 2001, bombing of Sbarro
Pizzeria in Jerusalem, which murdered
Americans Malka Roth, who was 15
at the time, Judith Greenbaum, who
was pregnant at the time, and Chana
Nachenberg, who died in 20283 after
being in a coma for over 20 years; the
2002 Hebrew University bombing,
which claimed the lives of five
Americans: Marla Bennett, Benjamin
Blutstein, Dina Carter, Janis Coulter,
and David Gritz; the June 18, 2002,
bus bombing in Jerusalem, where
American Alan Beer was among the
17 victims; and the March 27, 2002,
Park Hotel bombing in Netanya
during Passover, which killed several
Americans.

In 2015, Eitam Henkin, an American
citizen, and his wife Naama were
killed in a drive-by shooting by

Hamas gunmen near Nablus in the
West Bank. Their four young sons,
including a four-month-old infant, were
in the backseat of the car during the
shooting but were unharmed. One of
the attackers accidentally shot himself,
which may have contributed to the
children’s survival.

What are some other examples of
Iranian-backed terror proxies killing
Americans?

Iran has a long history of using proxy
groups to target Americans, often
resulting in significant casualties. One
of the earliest and deadliest examples
was the 1983 Beirut Barracks bombing,
where Hezbollah, an Iranian-backed
terror group in Lebanon, killed 241

U.S. service members. Similarly, the
1996 Khobar Towers bombing in Saudi
Arabia, carried out by Saudi Hezbollah
with Iranian support, killed 19 U.S.

Air Force personnel. During the Iraq
War (2003-2011), Iranian-backed Shia
militias, including Kata’ib Hezbollah,
used Iranian-supplied explosives to kill
hundreds of U.S. troops.

More recently, Iranian-backed militias
have been involved in attacks on

US. bases in Iraq, Jordan, and Syria,
such as the December 2019 rocket
attack by Kata’ib Hezbollah that
killed an American contractor. In
March 2023, an Iranian-linked drone
attack on a U.S. base in Syria killed
another American contractor, and

in December 2023, a U.S. outpost

in Jordan was targeted by Iranian-
backed militias in Iraq, which killed
three U.S. Army soldiers. Meanwhile,
the Iranian-backed Houthis in Yemen
continue to threaten Israel, global
shipping, and U.S. naval forces in the
Red Sea.

These groups, supported and trained
by Iran’s Islamic Revolutionary Guard
Corps (IRGC), continue to pose a threat
to U.S. personnel in the region.
